Beatles fans will also be thrilled to hear previously unreleased authentic voice recordings from John, Paul,
George and Ringo chatting between takes during studio sessions recorded at Abbey Road more than four
decades ago.

Beatles’ extraordinary catalogue of music through gameplay that takes players on a journey through the
legacy and evolution of the band’s legendary career. Additionally, for the first time in a music videogame,
The Beatles: Rock Band introduces three-part vocal harmonies to gameplay, allowing gamers to revel in
the unparalleled vocal stylings of The Beatles.

The Beatles: Rock Band features 45 songs on-disc representing a cross-section of hits and favorites that
span The Beatles’ storied career.
